CAPITAL IMPROVEMENT PROGRAM

Each year, the City and County will fund numerous design and construction projects, including development of parks and other public facilities, reconstruction and maintenance of streets and utilities, installation of trails and sidewalks, and a multitude of other Citywide improvements.  These projects may be funded through programs such as the Conservation Trust Fund (lottery proceeds), Parks and Open Space Fund, Urban Renewal Fund, Sewer Fund, Water Fund, and the Capital Improvement Program (CIP).  Of these funding sources, the use of CIP money is most affected by direct public input.

CIP project ideas may originate from citizens and City and County staff.  After a project is requested, the CIP Division prepares a cost estimate.  The project description and cost estimate are then submitted to the CIP Advisory Committee (Committee), which is made up of residents appointed by City and County Council (Council) and the Mayor.  The Committee reviews and prioritizes all of the proposed projects based on their benefit to public safety, critical maintenance (protection of existing infrastructure), public impact, project continuation, and quality of life.

The deadline for project requests is typically mid-May of the previous year.  Project requests are now being taken for 2004 funding.  The review and rating process occurs January through July.  The Committee recommends to Council the highest rated projects for the following year’s funding.  The other projects remain in the process to be considered the following year.

Council reviews the recommendation and uses it during preparation of the following year’s budget.  Council may choose to fund any combination of the projects recommended by the Committee.

Upon completion of the budget process, which typically ends in December, staff is provided with a list of approved projects to complete the following year.  The planning process for the next year begins almost immediately.  As a result, any time is a good time to request projects for your community.  Input from residents is always appreciated and valued.
